Laws, 1936 to 1939, His Excellency the Governor, with the advice of the 
Executive Council, has been pleased to order and it is hereby ordered 
as follows :—

Goods) Amendment Order, 1940, and shall be read as one with the 
Prohibited Exports (Essential Goods) Orders, 1939 to (No. 4) 1939, 1^ζ^βηί 
(hereinafter called " the Principal Order "), and the Principal Order and N0 .

this Order may together be cited as the Prohibited Exports (Essential 28. 8.1939

2. The First Schedule to the Principal Order is hereby amended by 26.lo!l939 

the addition thereto of the following item :— 25.11.1939 
" Edible fats." 

3. The Second Schedule to the Principal Order is hereby amended by 
the insertion therein of the words " including the meal, seed and gum 
of carobs " immediately after the word " Carobs ".
