ORDER MADE BY THE CONTROLLER O F T R A N S P O R T UNDER R E G U L A T I O N 55 (1) (b). 

In exercise of the powers vested in t h e Governor by regulation 55 (1) (6) of the 
Defence Regulations, 1940 to (No. 6) 1942, which were duly de lega ted to me by 
the Order of the Governor dated t h e 17th day of June , 1942, and publ ished under 
Notification No. 224 in Supplement N o . 3 to the Gazette of the 18th J u n e , 1942, 
I, Philip Patrick Taylor, Controller of Transpor t , do hereby m a k e t h e following 
order :— 

1. This Order may be cited as the Control of Transport (Use of Motor Vehicles 
Outside Municipal Limits Restriction) Order , 1942. 

2. Notwithstanding anything conta ined— 
(a) in the Defence (Control of Motor Transpor t ) Order, 1942; a n d 
(b) in any permit issued by me u n d e r the provisions of the Orde r referred to 

in (a) above; 
no person shall use any motor vehicle o n any road outside the munic ipa l limits of 
any town, between half an hour after sunse t and half an hour before sunrise, except 
with the permission in writing of a Commissioner : 

Provided tha t in the case of the town of Nicosia the municipal l imi ts shall, for the 
purposes of this Order, be deemed to compr ise an additional area of a radius of two 
miles from such municipal limits. 

3. Nothing in this Order contained sha l l apply to any person ac t ing in the course 
of his d u t y as— 

(a) a member of His Majesty's F o r c e s ; or 
(b) a member of the Cyprus Police F o r c e ; or 

■ (c) a Commissioner of a Distr ict . 
4. Any person who acts in cont ravent ion of this Order is liable t o the penalties 

prescribed by regulation 94 of the Defence Regulat ions , 1940 to (No. 6) 1942.
