ORDER MADE BY THE SUPERINTENDENT OF THE PORT 0oF FAMAGUSTA,

In exercise of the powers vested in the Governor by regulation 45 of the Defence
Regulations, 1940 to (No. 1) 1943, which were duly delogated to me by the Order
of the Governor dated the 22nd December, 1941, and published in Supploment
No. 3 to the Gazette of the 31st December, 1941, under Notification No. 323, I,
Archibald Benson Cavaghan, Superintendent of the Port of Famagusta, do hereby
make the following order :—

1. This Order may be cited as the Port of Famagusta (Public Traffic) (Amendment)
TRegulations, 1943, and shall be read as ono with the Port of Famagusta (Public
Traflic) Regulations, 1941 and 1942, (hereinaftor referred to as *‘ the principal
Regulations *’), and the principal Regulations aud these regulations may together
be cited as the Port of Famagusta (Public T'raflic) Regulations, 1941 to 1943.

2. The principal Regulations are hereby amended by the deletion therefrom of
Part V Boom Defences and the substitution therefor of the following :—

“Part V.—BOOM DEFENCIE.
Boom SieNALS REGULATING THE ENTRY AND EXIT OF VESSELS INTO AND
Our oF THE INNER HARBOUR.

33.—(a) An obstruction (Boom) is placed across the Harbour ontrance. This
Boom is normally kept closed by day and night. ’

(b) Should the Boom be required to be opened for outgoing traffic the
Superintendent of the Port or the Sea Transport Officer in charge is requested to
inform the Duty Executive Officer who will make arrangements to open the Boom
at the time requested.

(c) For the entry of small craft the Duty Executive Officer is empowered to
open the Boom at any time during daylight hours to permit entry, the Boom being
closed immediately afterwards.

(d) Naval Officer-in-Charge will make the necessary arrangements for opening
the Boo‘m for His Majesty’s Ships and Auxiliaries including Minesweeping craft.

(¢) The following traffic signals will be displayed from the Port War Signal
Station on Othello Tower :—

Meaning. " Day. Night.

(1) Hm‘bqur open for ships 2 Cones base up vertical. 2 Green lights vertical.
entering. .

(2) Harbour open for ships 1 Cone base up. 1 Green light.
leaving.

(3) Harbour Closed. 3 Red Balls vertical. 3 Red lights vertical.

(4) All movements Large Blue Flag. 2 Red over 1 Green
prohibited. light.

., . Signal (4) above will be hoisted if mines are suspected in the Harbour. While
1t is shown all power and sailing boats are to proceed to the nearest quay and all
ships and craft alongside are to remain stationary with engines stopped.”
