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3. The Director of Education shall be in charge of the administration and control 
of the Reformatory. 

4.—(1) The Reformatory shall be managed by a resident Director assisted by 
such other masters and mistresses as m a y be appointed by the Governor from time 
to time. 

(2) The Director and any other person appointed xmder paragraph (1) of this 
regulation shall comply with any directions or instructions which they may receive 
from the Director of Education. 

5.—(1) There shall be constituted a Board of Visitors to the Reformatory 
consisting of the Director of Educat ion, the Director of Medical Services and the 
Commissioner of Nicosia. 

(2) The Board of Visitors shall m e e t a t such times and shall perform such duties 
with reference to the maintenance of good order and discipline in the Reformatory 
as they m a y think fit.
