REGULATIONS MADE UNDER SECTION 4.

1. These regulations may be cited as the Prison (Amendment) Regulations, 1943, 
and shall be read as­one with the Prison Regulations, 1908 to (No. 2) 1941, (herein­
after referred to as " t h e principal Regula t ions" ) , and the principal Regulations 
and these regulations may together be cited as the Prison Regulations, 1908 to 1943. 

2. Paragraph (1) of regulation 1 4 7 A of the principal Regulations is hereby 
amended by the deletion therefrom of the words " one piastre " (line 4) and the 
substitution therefor of the words " two piastres " . 

3. These regulations shall be deemed to have come into force on the 10th 
September, 1943.
