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175. Every charge, fee, ra te , rent or toll in these bye-laws prescribed may be 
recovered by or on behalf of the Board by civil proceedings whether the person who 
was bound to pay the same has or has not been proseputed or convicted for a breach 
of these bye-laws. 

176. All goods or marketable commodities or merchandise or articles seized'by 
any person having author i ty to seize the same under these bye laws,'shall be forfeited 
to the Board. 

177. Nothing in these bye-laws contained shall apply to :— 
(a) the Government of the Colony of Cyprus, or 
(b) any depar tment or service of His Majesty. 

178. The Summer Resort Development (Kakopetria) Bye-laws, 1935 and 1940, Gazettes : 
are heroby revoked without prejudice to anything done or left undone thereunder. 9.8.1935
