Every charge, fee, rate, rent or toll in these bye-laws preécribed may be
recovered by or on behalf of the Board by civil proceedings whether the person who

was bound to pay the same has or has not been prosecuted or convicted for a breach

176. All goods or marketable commodities or merchandise or articles seized by
any person having authority to seize the same under these bye-laws, shall be forfeited
to the Board. : ‘
