2. The First Schedule to the principal Order is hereby amended by the deletion 
therefrom of the entries relating to " Let ters " under the heading " INLAND " 
and the substitution therefor of the following entries :— 

" Letters : Piastres. 
Not exceeding 1 oz. . . . . · . . · · · · · 1£ 
For every additional 1 oz. or fraction thereof . . . . . . 1."
