I, the Governor in Council, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 8 of
the Agricultural Produce (Export) Law, 1933, do hereby make the following
regulations :—

1. These regulations may be cited as the Agricultural Produce (Dried Figs)
Export (Amendment No. 1) Regulations, 1944, and shall be read as one with the
Agricultural Produce (Dried Figs) Export Regulations, 1944, (hereinafter referred
to as ¢ the principal Regulations’), and the principal Regulations and theso
regulations may together be cited as the Agricultural Produce (Dried Figs) Export
Regulations, 1944 to (No. 1) 1944.

2. The principal Regulations are hereby amended by the deletion therefrom
of regulation 15 and the substitution therefor of the following regulation :—

¢ 15. Nothing in these regulations shall apply to dried figs not exceeding
three pounds in weight exported through the post.”
