Ko. 210. BY THE GOVERNOR.

A PROCLAMATION.

Governor. ;

Whereas it is oxpedient to amend the boundaries of the villages of Triraithi wadt
Ayios Yeoryios in the District of Kyrenia : ‘

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers vested in me by section 17 of the Village
Authoritirs Laws, 1931 to (No. 2) 1937, and otherwise, I, Charles Campbell Woolley,
Knight Commander of the Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint
George, Officer of the Most ¥ixcellent Order of the British Empire, upon whom has
been conferred tho decoration of the Military Cross, Governor and Commander-in-
Chief in and over tho Colony of Cyprus, do hereby order and proclaim that from and
after the 1st day of August, 1945, the arca described in the Schedule hereto, heretofore
reckoned within the boundaries of the village of Trimithi in the District of Eyrouin
shall form part of the lands of the village of Ayios Yeoryios in the District of Xyronin

- and that the boundarios of the said villages of Trimithi and Ayios Yeoryios shall be
altered aceordingly.

SCHEDULE.

The boundary of the area begins at the point on the present boundary of the
village of Ayios Yeoryios at the north-western corner of plot No. l_of the Governmend
-Survey Plan No. X11/ 11, locality ¢ Paleoalakaton > which “pomt is also on the
Kyrenia-Myrtou Main Road and proceeds eastwards and south-wostwards along the
said village boundary to the most southern point of plot No. 175 of the Governmenb
Survey Plan No. XI1/19, locality * Pylos,” on a road; thence south-wesbwards
along the said road to the most eastern point of plot No. 19/1 of the same survey
plan ; thence westwards along the southern boundary of plot Nos. 18, 16, 18, .i14_; 5,
6,7,8, 9/1, 9 of the same survey plan, plot No. 76.3 of the Government Survey Plan
No. X11/10 to the south-western corner of the latter plot ; thence northwards along
‘the western boundary of plot Nos. 76.3 and 1 of the same survey plen to the poinb
of commencement, ail which said area is shown bordered in red on the Govermment
Survey Plan Serial No. 1309.
