ORDER IN COUNCIL No. 2203

MADE UNDER SECTION 3.

I, the Governor in Council, in exercise of the powers conferred by
Section 3 of the Census Law, 1946, do hereby order as follows :—

1, This Order may be cited as the Census Order, 1946.

2. In this Order— :

“household ” means any commensal family with its resident
domestic servants and other resident employees, and includes the
persons living together in any hotel, inn, pension, hostel, boarding
school, school boarding house, hospital, nursing home, asylum,
monastery, prison, lock-up, or other residential institution, or
aboard any ship or boat within the territorial waters of the colony ;

“head of household ” means the person by whom information is
required to be furnished, in accordance with paragraph 5 hereof.

3. A census shall ‘be taken in Cyprus on the night of the 10th to the
11th November, 1946, (hereinafter referred to as * the census night ).

4. Information for the purpose of the census shall be furnished with
respect to all persons who shall be alive at midnight on the census night
and who pass the night at any place on land or aboard any ship or boat,
within the Colony.

5. Information for the purpose of the census with respect to the
persons described in paragraph 4 hereof shall be furnished by :—

(a) the head of the household of every private dwelling, with respect
to all persons who pass the census night at that dwelling ;

(b) the proprietor or manager of every hotel, inn, pension, or hostel,
with respect to all persons who pass the census night on such
premises as aforesaid ;

(c) the chief resident officer or master or functionary of every boarding
school, school boarding house, hospital, nursing home, asylum
or monastery or other institution, with respect to all persons
who pass the tensus night on such premises as aforesaid ;

(d) the Superintendent of every prison or the officer or person in
charge of every lock-up, with respect to all persons who pass the
census night at such prison or lock-up ;

(¢) the master of every ship-or boat, with respect to all persons
who pass the census night aboard such ship or boat.

6. The particulars to be stated on the census forms shall be those
st out in' the schedule hereto.

ScaEpULE—(Clause 6).

L In respect of the dwelling of every household :—
the number of rooms ; sanitary arrangements ; type and location
of the domestic water supply.

2. In respect of every household :-—

the type of household ; number and names of the persons com-
Prising the' household ; tenure under which the head of household
inhabits his dwelling ; agricultural operations and land-holding
of the head of household, if any.
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3. In respect of every individual person :— ,

the name ; relationship to the head of household ; sex ; age ; religion «
birthplace ; nati‘onu‘lity ; mother-tongue ; ability to read and W.}lte:
knowledge of English ; school attendance and school standards-:
conjugal condition ; infirmities; economic category ; industry’
trade or service; main occupation, craft or profession; workiné
status ; secondary occupation if any.

No. 264. THE CENSUS LAW, 1946.

REGULATIONS UNDER SECTION 4.
C. C. WoorLey,

Governor.

I, the Governor in Council, in exercise of the powers conferred by
Section 4 of the Census Law, 1946, do hereby make the following
Regulations :— ’

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Census Regulations, 1946,

2. In these Regulations :—

“ Census Order ” means the Census Order, 1946 ;

“ census information ’ means all information necessary for the
making of true and accurate entries in such forms as may be provided
under the Census Law, 1946 ; '

‘“ census night ”” means the night of the 10th to the 11th November,
1946.

3. It shall be the duty of every Census Officer—

(@) to notify every permanent change of his address to the Superin-

tendent within three days of his removal;

(b) within the area set out in his instrument of appointment or within
such portions of that area as may be defined in writing by the
Superintendent or by a Census Officer acting on his behalf :—

(i) to carry out an enumeration of the population in
accordance with the written instructions of the
~ Superintendent ;

(ii) generally to carry out such instructions as may be issued
from™time to time by the Superintendent or by a Census
Officer acting on his behalf for the purpose of the taking
of the census under the Census Order. )

4.—(u) Every person, with respect to whom census information is
required by the Census Order to be furnished, shall give such information
with respect to himself or herself upon demand to any duly appointed
Census Officer.

(0) Every person, being a person required by the Census Order.to
furnish census information with respect to other persons, shall furnish
such information upon demand to any duly appointed Census Officer.

(¢) Every person with respect to whom it is the duty of another
person to furnish census information.as provided in the Census Order,
shall give such information to such other person.
