order and proclaim that from and after the 1st day of January, 1948,
the District boundary between the District of Nicosia and the District
of Famagusta shall be altered so that the area described in the Schedule
hereto, heretofore in the District of Nicosia, shall be reckoned and form
part of the District of Famagusta.
