' Iﬁ exercise of the powers vested in them by section 9 of the Public
Health (Villages) Laws, 1936 to 1948, the Village Health Commission
of Yenagra hereby make the followmtr rules :— ,

‘ Sanitary Convenience " . includes any urinal, privy or cesspit.

“ Street ” includes any square, road, bridle-path, pathway,
blind-alley, passage, footway, pavement or public place situated
within the area of the village..

“ Village ” means the vﬂlage of Yenagra.
