BYE-LAWS M A D E BY THE COUNCIL O F THE MUNICIPAL CORPORATION 
OF LlMASSOL. 

In exercise of the powers vested in t h e m by the Municipal Corporations 
Laws, 1930 t o 1948, and otherwise, t he Council of the Municipal 
Corporation of Limassol hereby make .the following bye-laws :— 

Gazette·.' . 1. These bye-laws may be cited as the Municipal Corporation 
26.6.1931 (Limassol) (Amendment) Bye-laws, 1949, and shall be read as one wi th the 

t o ' Municipal Corporation (Limassol) 'Bye-laws, 1931 to 1948 .(hereinafter 
4UlPiPi9l8'3"' r e f e r r e d t o a s " t n e principal Bye- laws" ) , and the principal Bye-kuvs 

' ' and these bye-laws may together.be cited as the Municipal Corporation 
(Limassol) Bye-laws, 1931 to 1949. 

2. Bye-law 56 of the principal Bj^e-laws is· hereby deleted and the 
following bye-law ~ substituted therefor :—· 

" 56. The shops, stalls and places situated in the Municipal 
market, which are now, used for t h e sale of fresh pork, a re hereby 
provided a n d shall henceforth be used as a public pork m a r k e t . " 

3. The principal Bye-laws are hereby amended by the insertion 
therein immediately after bye-law 60 of t h e following bye-law :—'-

" 60A. T h e shops, stalls and places situated in the pork market 
may be le t on hire by the Council for such period and on sucli, terms 
and conditions as the Council m a y from time to time determine : 

Provided there are other shops, stalls or places therein for the 
sale of fresh pork by persons other t h a n lessees." 

4. Bye-law 01 of the principal Bye-laws is hereby amended by the 
'-addition thereto after paragraph (2) of the following paragraph :—-

" (3): The tolls in paragraph (1) of this bye-law prescribed, 'shall 
not be payable by any person exposing for sale any fresh pork in 
the pork market, , who is a month ly or yearly lessee of a n y shop, 
stall or place in the pork market under by-law 60A of these bye-laws." 

5. These bye-laws shall be deemed to have come into operation on 
the 15th day of November, 1948. 

The above bye-laws have been approved ~ by His Excellency the 
Governor.

Bye-laws ") , a n d the principal Bye-laws and these bye-laws may 
together be cited as the Municipal Corporation (Limassol)'Pensions and 
Gratuities Bye-laws, 1941 and 1948. 

2. Bye-law 4 of the principal Bye-laws is hereby amended by the 
deletion therefrom of the words " a t t h e r a t e "ofOne seven "hundred and 
twentieth of his salary " (lines 3 and 4) and the substitution therefor 
of the words ' a t the rate of one six hundred th of his salary ". 
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3. Paragraph (α) of bye­law 16 of the principal Bye­laws is hereby 

deleted and the following paragraph substituted therefor :— 
" (a), on or after attaining the age of sixty years, or, in the case of 

voluntary retirement made with the approval of the Council, 
on or after attaining .the age of fifty­five years ; " 

4. These bye­laws shall be deemed to have come into operation on the 
1st day of January, 1947. 

The above bye­laws have been approved by His Excellency the 
Governor.

RULES MADE BY THE VILLAGE HEALTH COMMISSION or 
TRIKOMO UNDER SECTION 9. ­

In exercise of the powers vested in them under section 9 of the Public 
Health (Villages) Laws, 1936 to 1948, the Village Health Commission of 
Trikomo hereby make the following rules :— 

1. These rules may be cited as the Village Health (Trikomo)­ Gazette: 
(Amendment) Rules, 1948, and shall be read as one with the Village Suppl. 
Health (Trikomo) Rules, 1938 (hereinafter referred to as "the principal No.3A: 
Rules "), and the principal Rules and these rules may together be cited 2 3 · 9 · 1 9 3 8 

as the Village Health (Trikomo) Rules, 1938 and 1948. 
2. Rules 20 and 46 of the principal Rules are hereby repealed and the 

following rules substituted therefor, respectively :— 
" Rule 20.—The following fees shall be paid to the Inspector 

by the owner or the person slaughtering any animal in the 
slaughter­house :— s. p. 

(a) for every bullock, camel, cow or ox . . . . . . 4 0 
(b) for every goat, sheep, kid or lamb above 10 okes 

carcass weight . . .. ­ . . ­ ' . . . . . .
