(@) the removal or carrying away of stones, shingle, gravel sand,
soil or other substance from the bed, banlk or wall of the portion

(b) the dumping of any.rubble, rubbish, sweepings or other refuse
in the bed or upon any bank or wall of the portion of the river
aforesaid,
is prohibited.

2. The attention of the public is drawn to ’ohc provisions of the
Public Rivers Protection Law, 1930, under which any person acting in
contravention of a notification issued thereunder, is liable to imprisonment
not exceeding one month or to a ﬁne not exceedmv five pounds
