No trawler shall fish during the months of June, July and August 
in any year. 

io. No trawler shall fish in the territorial waters of the Colony, where 
the depth of water is less than 30 fathoms. 

11. These regulations shall come into operation on the 22nd day Gazette: 
of February, 1952, and thereupon the Fisheries Regulations, 1932, 24.3.1932 
shall be revoked without prejudice to anything done or left undone 
thereunder: 

•Provided that any licences issued during the current year shall remain 
in force until the 31st day of December, 1952.
