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(¢) to recover and sue for any such monies or property as aforesaid and
to enforce any rights or interests vested in the said Administrator
as aforesaid,

(d) to compromise any matter and to accept any composition or any
payment or transfer on account,

(e) generally to do any act or thing that may be necessary or proper
for reducing to possession recovering or protecting any such
property, rights and interests as aforesaid, or for enforcing or
making effective and complete the vesting effected by this Order and
carrying out the powers, rights and duties of the said Administrator
in connection with the same.
