1. These Regulations may be cited as the Defence (Importation of Goods) 
(Amendment) Regulations, 1954, and shall be read as one with Defence 
(Importation of Goods) Regulations, 1943 to 1953 (hereinafter referred to as 
" the principal Regulations") and the principal Regulations and these 
Regulations may together be cited as the Defence,(Importation of Goods)

2. Regulation 2 of the principal Regulations is hereby amended by the 
substitution of the words " Financial Secretary " for the words " Colonial 
Secretary ", wherever the latter words occur. 

3. Regulation 5 of the principal Regulations is hereby amended by the 
substitution of the words " Financial Secretary " for the words " Colonial 
Secretary".
