[9S4· of the Customs Management Law, 1954, His Excellency the -Governor, 

with the advice of the Executive Council, has been pleased to order as 
follows :— 

1. This Order may be cited as the Customs Management (Licensed 
Warehouses Fees) Order, 1954. 

2.—(1) T h e annual fee payable in respect of a licence for a general 
warehouse shall be one hundred pounds. 

(2) The annual fee payable in respect of a licence for a private 
warehouse shall be fifty pounds: " 

Provided that, where any licence is obtained after the first day of 
January in any year, a monthly charge pro rata may be made, subject to a 
minimum charge as for a period of not less than three months, in respect 
of any unexpired portion of a year.
