SUBSIDIARY LEGISLATION.

No. 360. THE QUARANTINE LAW.
CAP. 145.

ORDER IN COUNCIL No. 2832
MADE UNDER SECTIONS 6 AND 8.

In exercise of the powers vested in him by sections 6 and 8 of the Cap. 145
Quarantine Law, His Excellency the Governor, with the advice of the
Executive Council, has been pleased to make the following Regulations :—

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Quarantine (Maritime and Ggsee-
Aerial) (Amendment) Regulations, 1956, and shall be read as one with the Supplement
Quarantine (Maritime and Aerial) Regulations, 1953 and 1954 (hereinafter No. 3:
referred to as ““ the principal Regulations ") and the principal Regulations 3}%%;’31
and these Regulations may together be cited as the Quarantine (Maritime 7

and Aerial) Regulations, 1953 to 19356.

2. The Tenth Schedule to the principal Regulations is hereby amended
by the deletion therefrom of the words “ N.B.—On Sundays and public
holidays the charges would be one and a half times those set out above ”,
occurring at the end of the first paragraph thereof, and the substitution
therefor of the following :— _

“The above charges shall be increased by 50 per centum when
overtime work is required to be performed before 8.00 a.m. or after
4.00 p.m. on any Sunday or other day appointed by the Governor
to be a day when Customs Houses are closed for business.”.
