3. The use of all vehicles within the Municipal limits of Nicosia and the
village areas of Strovolos, Engomi, Ayios Dhometios, Trakhonas, Omorphita,
Beuyuk Kaimakli and Palouriotissa, is hereby prohibited from o4.00 hours
on Sunday, 3oth September, 1956, until further notice :

Provided that this Order shall not apply to :—

(@) Members of the Police Force and Her Majesty’s Forces ;

(b) Persons who can, by the production of an identity card issued
under the Emergency Powers (Registration Areas) (No. 2) Regula-
tions, 1956, prove that they are not Greek Cypriot males born
in or after the year 1930.
