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FIrsT SCHEDULE.

1. The land shall be occupied and used for military purposes only.

2. At the expiration of this Order the land shall be restored to the persons
entitled thereto free of any erection, structure or construction erected or
constructed thereon after the making of this Order,

3. Compensation shall be paid to the persons having an interest on the
land for its use and occupation under this Order.

ORDER UNDER SECTION 4 ().

In exercise of the powers vested in him by section 4 (b) of the Villages
(Administration and Improvement) Laws, 1950 and 1953, His Excellency the
Governor by this Order declares that from and after the 1st day of February,

1957, the area described in the Schedule hereto be added to the improvement
area of Pano Platres.
SCHEDULE.
The area lying within the following boundaries, that is to say :—

The boundary commences at the most northern point of plot No. 83/2
of the Government Survey Plan No. XLVIL3, locality “ Kaloshi”,
which point is on the boundary of the Troodos Main State Forest and
proceeds south-eastwards and north-eastwards along the said forest
boundary to the forest cairn No. 294, which cairn is on the boundary
between the villages of Pano Platres and Kato Platres ; thence south-
wards and south-westwards along the said village boundary to the most
eastern point of plot No. 385 of the Government Survey Plan No. XLVIL11;
thence westwards and northwards along the boundaries of and including
the said plot, plots Nos. 387/2, 388/1, 388/2, 390/3, 390/2, 392, 395 and
398 of the said plan, plots Nos. 104.1 and 83/2 of the Government Survey
Plan No. XLVII.3 to the point of commencement, all which said boundary
is shown edged in red on the Government Survey Plan Serial No. 1658.
