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(b) the sum borrowed shall be utilized by the Board for the erection of
a Rural Health Centre.
2. For the purpose of securing the repayment of the sum under the loan,

the Board shall, subject to any prior mortgage thereon, mortgage to the
Lenders all the rates, fees, rents, tolls or charges now payable or hereafter

to become payable to the Board.
