Provided that this Order shall not apply to :—

(@) any member of the Executive Council ;

(b) any member of Her Majesty’s Forces or of the Cyprus Police Force
(which term for the purposes of this Order includes the Auxiliary
Police Force and the Police Fire Service) and any Special Constable
when on duty as such ;

(¢) any person holding a summons to appear before a Special Court,
established under the Special Court Laws, 1955 to 1957, when
proceeding to and from the Court in accordance with such
summons ;

(d) any advocate in possession of a certificate issued by a Justice of the
Special Court or by the Registrar of the Special Court, Nicosia,
that he is briefed to appear in the Special Court on a specified date
when such advocate is proceeding to and from such Court on such

date.
3. This Order shall come into force on the 5th December, 1958.
