ORDER) REGULATIONS, 1955 TO (No. 3) 1958. 

ORDER MADE UNDER REGULATION 3 9A. 
Whereas I, the Commissioner of the District of Famagusta, am satisfied 

that the building described in the Schedule hereto (hereinafter referred to 
as " the building ") is a building which is being used by terrorists, now, 
therefore, in exercise of the powers vested in me by Regulation 39A of the 
Emergency Powers (Public Safety and Order) Regulations, 1955 to (No. 3) 
1958, with the approval of the Governor, do hereby order as follows :— 

i. This Order may be cited as the Emergency Powers (Forfeiture and 
Demolition) (Famagusta District) (No. 9) Order, 1958, and shall come into 
force on the 26th September, 1958.
