ORDER MADE BY THE GOVERNOR UNDER DEFENCE REGULATION 64. 

Whereas by Order dated the 12th October, 1956, and published under 
Public Instrument No. 084 of 1956 (as amended by Public Instru­

ment No. 57 of 1957) (hereinafter referred to as " the Order " ) ,
