in accordance with the regulations contained in 
the First Schedule to this Order to officers who 
have been in the service of Cyprus. 

The said regulations may from time to t ime 
be amended, added to, or revoked by regula­
tions made by the Governor in Council with 
the sanction of the Secretary of State, and all 
regulations so made shall be published in the 
Gazette. 

Any pension or gratui ty granted under this 
Order shall be computed in accordance with 
the provisions in force a t the actual date of 
an officer's retirement. 

(2) All regulations made under this section 
shall have the same force and effect as if they 
were contained in the First Schedule to this 
Order, and the expression ' th i s Order ' shall, 
wherever it occurs in this Order, be construed 
as including a reference to the said Schedule." 

Amendment 3. Paragraph (c) of section 7 of the Order is hereby

(line 4) and the substitution therefor of the word " o r " .
